ORDINANCE NO. 173

AN ORDINANCE ESTAB-
LISHING WATER RATES
RELATING TO THE
MONTHLY USAGE OF
WATER FOR RESIDEN-
TIAL AND RURAL CUS-
TOMERS OF THE CITY
OF HARTFORD, KANSAS
AND REPEALING ORDI-
NANCE NO. 171 IN ITS
ENTIRETY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY
THE GOVERNING BODY
OF THE CITY OF HART-
FORD, KANSAS:

SECTION XII: RATES: The
rates for monthly usage for
the City of Hartford, Kan-
sas shall be as follows:

a) Usage Rates - Resi-
dential and Commercial
customers inside the city
limits with % ” meters. The
following monthly rates
shall be charged and col-
lected for water sold to and
furnished by the City of
Hartford.

1. A minimum charge of
$46.65 per month for which
up to 1,000 gallons shall be
furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

b) Usage Rates — Residen-
tial and Commercial cus-
tomers inside the city lim-
its with a meter size larger
than %” but smaller than
2”. The following monthly
rates shall be charged and
collected for water sold to
and furnished by the City
of Hartford.

1. A minimum charge of
$82.60 per month for which
up to 1,000 gallons shall be
furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

c) Usage Rates - Resi-
dential and Commercial
customers inside the city
limits with a 2” meter. The
following monthly rates
shall be charged and col-

lected for water sold to and
furnished by the City of
Hartford.

1. A minimum -charge
of $130.41 per month for
which up to 1,000 gallons
shall be furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

d) Usage Rates — Residen-
tial and Commercial cus-
tomers outside the city
limits with %.” meters. The
following monthly rates
shall be charged and col-
lected for water sold to and
furnished by the City of
Hartford.

1. A minimum charge of
$46.65 per month for which
up to 1,000 gallons shall be
furnished if connected to
the system prior to Janu-
ary 1, 1994. If connected to
the system after January 1,
1994, a minimum charge of
$54.15 per month for which
the sum up to 1,000 gallons
shall be furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

e) Usage Rates — Residen-
tial and Commercial cus-
tomers outside the city lim-
its with a meter size larger
than 3%” but smaller than
2”. The following monthly
rates shall be charged and
collected for water sold to
and furnished by the City
of Hartford.

1. A minimum charge of
$82.60 per month for which
up to 1,000 gallons shall be
furnished if connected to
the system prior to Janu-
ary 1, 1994. If connected to
the system after January 1,
1994, a minimum charge of
$97.65 per month for which
the sum up to 1,000 gallons
shall be furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

f) Usage Rates — Residen-
tial and Commercial cus-
tomers outside the -city
limits with a 2” meter. The
following monthly rates
shall be charged and col-
lected for water sold to and

furnished by the City of
Hartford.

1. A minimum charge
of $130.41 per month for
which up to 1,000 gallons
shall be furnished if con-
nected to the system prior
to January 1, 1994. If con-
nected to the system after
January 1, 1994, a mini-
mum charge of $154.09 per
month for which the sum
up to 1,000 gallons shall be
furnished.

2. After the first 1,000
gallons in any one month,
the rate shall be $10.09 per
1,000 gallons.

g) All customers inside
and outside the city limits
of Hartford, Kansas will
be charged a minimum
monthly rate based on me-
ter size once a meter is put
in and available for use.

Water service shall not be
provided to any mobile
home park outside the Cor-
porate City Limits of the
City of Hartford, Kansas,
and the City of Hartford,
Kansas reserves the right
to refuse water service to
any commercial or busi-
ness location of any nature
unless such applicant has a
State approved sewage sys-
tem or is located within an
approved sewage district,
or is in an unincorporated
area within the extraterri-
torial jurisdiction limits of
the City of Emporia, Kan-
sas.

Kansas.

The Coffey County, Kan-
sas Zoning Regulations
govern the use of land
and structures and the
location of buildings and
establish various zoning
district classifications
and boundaries thereof
for agricultural, residen-
tial, commercial and in-
dustrial purposes. The
Regulations define terms
used in the Regulations;
regulate the maximum di-
mensions of buildings and
other structures through
minimum setback lines
and lot areas; provide for

and regulate vehicular
parking space; regulate
the type, size and location
of signs; re-establish the
Board of Zoning Appeals
and prescribe its duties;
provide for the appoint-
ment of administrative of-
ficials and prescribe their
duties; provide for fees to
be charge to amendments,
special uses, appeals and
permits; establish a means
for amending the Regula-
tions, Map(s) and Resolu-
tion; and provide for pen-
alties for violation of the
provisions; and a means of
enforcement. Any land or
structures used for agri-
cultural purposes are ex-
empt from county zoning
by State statutes except
structures in floodplain
areas. This re-adoption
of the regulations consti-
tutes a general version of
numerous sections; how-
ever, the Official Coffey
County, Kansas Zoning
Map(s) remains the same.
Separate zoning regula-
tions have been adopted
for the extraterritorial
jurisdictions of the cities
of Burlington, Lebo, New
Strawn and Waverly.

The proposed amend-
ments shall repeal and
replace the previous Cof-
fey County, Kansas Zoning
Regulations adopted by
Resolution No. 386-E.

By a copy of this notice,
written notification of the
County’s intent to adopt
Zoning Regulations for the
unincorporated area will

be provided to all cities in
the County as required by
K.S.A. 12-743(b).

Copies of the proposed
revisions to the Coffey
County, Kansas Zoning
Regulations and the Offi-

DUST CONTROL PROGRAM FOR RURAL AREAS

DUST ABATEMENT PROGRAM
Coffey County will continue the program to reduce the amount of road dust in front
of rural homes. In May and June, Liquid Magnesium Chloride will be applied to a
strip of rock road in front of eligible houses. This application of Magnesium Chloride
shall be a minimum of 300’ and a maximum of 700’ in length for any owner or tenant
requesting the dust control treatment. The cost will be § 1.70 per lineal foot of treated
Road. Counties are NOT required to provide dust control on roads in Kansas.

WHAT IS MAGNESIUM CHLORIDE?
Magnesium Chloride is a compound refined from the waters of the Great Salt Lake in
Utah. The liquid compound is sprayed on the Road Surface and is allowed to penetrate
to a depth of approximately 3 inches. The major property of the material is such that
it attracts moisture which stabilizes the aggregates on the Road Surface. Each new
introduction of additional moisture in the form of high humidity or rainfall reconstitutes
the material and re-binds the aggregate. Unlike the Asphalt previously used for Dust
Control, Magnesium Chloride is applied for one season application only and will

be re-bladed as needed to remove anv small pot holes and rough areas as required

for normal road maintenance.

APPLYING MAGNESIUM CHLORIDE
Liquid Magnesium Chloride will be sprayed on to the Road. It will usually take one to
two hours for the liquid material to soak into the Road. Vehicles driving through the
recently applied Magnesium Chloride may be slightly splattered but this can be easily
removed with water. Due to the large number of Dust Control Strips to be applied, the
County will not be able to erect Barricades and large warning signs. Drivers will be
able to see the darkened and moistened area ahead. Vehicles should drive slowly in the
material for the first several hours. The County will NOT clean or pay for cleaning cars.

WHAT HOUSES ARE ELIGIBLE?
Any rural home in Coffey County, outside of an incorporated area, that is located within
300 feet of a rock or gravel road, is eligible for Dust Control treatment.

WHEN AND HOW TO APPLY
Anyone wishing to have Dust Control treatment placed in front of their residence should
fill in the attached form and return it to the Coffey County Highway Department Office
at the County Shop at 1510 S. 6th Street in Burlington. Each application request must
be accompanied by a check made out to the Coffey County for the full cost computed
at the rate of $1.70 per lineal foot treated. The deadline for submitting applications

is 3:00 P.M.. Friday, March 27, 2026. All applications received after the deadline will
be returned. Additional information may be obtained by calling the County Highway
Department Office at 620-364-2441.
